The Long Lots PTA has reserved $2,000 for the 2017-18 school year for this grant program, which is only open to teachers and administrators. The money is allocated for enrichment programs, which will benefit the school as a whole.  The funds are to be for non-existing projects that the current school budget cannot support.  





Past projects have included microscopes, a grand piano for the auditorium, interactive puppets for the language department, SPED grants, and books on diversity for the library and Singapore Math counting aids and manipulatives. It is important to note that all grants are encouraged and considered regardless of how small.
